The General Manager will be determining
the logistics of the purchase and coordinating installation in time for next year’s curling
season. Our existing chiller is 18 years old and needed to be replaced in order to
ensure that we have do not have any problems with the ice for the upcoming curling
season.

Dagg and his committee seeking support of Saanich Council for a grant towards funding
a Regional Curling Facility Feasibility Study. To date, we have not been advised
whether our grant application has been approved or not.

There is much to do in preparation for the upcoming curling season and the role of the
Victoria Curling Club in the 2009 Scotties Tournament of Hearts. We will be reviewing
what improvements can be made in the appearance of our curling club in anticipation of
the upcoming curling season. In order to accommodate the 2009 Scotties Tournament
of Hearts, curling will be commencing a week earlier than normal in September.

The Board of Directors looks forward to seeing all of you at the Annual General Meeting
in early September 2008! Have a great summer.
